Halloween is high pedestrian risk so Safe Kids is putting together safety brochure for this.  Please let Carma know about events so they can distribute.

International Walk to School day is October 3 and need volunteers for this day to help with safety and distribution of materials.

UND & Safe Kids research on sports injuries results will be directed toward coaches and other activities to share results and offer suggestions.

Teenager pedestrian accidents high when texting and walking.  Safe Kids is working with College of Nursing to do observations and report results.

This week is National Fire Safety Prevention week.  PLEASE SLEEP WITH YOUR BEDROOM DOOR CLOSED:  people who sleep with door open have much higher risk of dying in house fire from smoke inhalation.  Use baby monitors if you have children in other rooms.

Safe Kids also hosts a whole day of safety training every 4 months with New Americans including fire safety, kitchen, poison, first aide, etc.  It’s required of New Americans.  Use a lot of pictures due to language barriers.  Have translators as well.

Increased # of SIDS deaths this past year.  Follow ABCs of sleep Alone, on Back, in Crib.

NDSU extension:  Love and Logic 6-week parenting course.  Sept 13-first week in November.  Can call the Parent information center at Louis and Clark school (787-4216)
USDA Nutrition Center:  partnering with the YMCA and Valley middle school for the Pink and Dude afterschool nutrition program.  Also including the SPARK program which is a physical activity program.  Also partnering with the Park District at new wellness center doing observations in the parks.  
Everyone:  PLEASE GET YOUR FLU SHOTS.  

Trail Users Advisory group:  looking at green bike lanes on roadways.CROSSWALK LIGHTS ARE NOW GOING UP ON 13TH Ave.  Yeah!

Ground Up Adventures:  partnered with the YMCA for family adventure race last week.  One purpose is to promote river use during non-flood stages (canoeing, kayaking, etc).
