	Molly Soeby from ACHIEVE grant.
ACHIEVE grant was a $40,000 grant offered by National Parks and Rec.  The money was used to conduct a needs assessment (NA).  The initiative is “TAKE ACTION:  A Healthy Greater Grand Forks”.  NA looked at physical activity, nutrition, tobacco, chronic disease mgmt, and leadership.  Assessed multiple sites:  schools, community services, work sector, health sites, etc.  Examined policy, environmental.  Lowest scores were in work sites and then in healthcare, especially regarding policy and environment.
Goals:  Increase PA in worksites and increase # of community venues offering healthy food options.  Provide EBT machines at farmer’s markets.  Increase # of park district events with healthy food options.  Increase # of restaurants that identify healthy options.  

Increase community gardens for “Just for Fun Kids” (Park District summer program).  Have classrooms in schools follow food policies.  Increase # of tobacco-free community venues.  Have 1 tobacco-free farmer’s market.  Increase # of parks that are smoke-free.

Healthy venue machines in parks (Chicago did this and tripled their revenue).  Having meetings with agency members to encourage their ideas for promoting healthier choices.
