	Bill Vasicek reported on Community and Campus Committee to Reduce High Risk Alcohol Use
Four main ordinances:
1) Social Ordinance: Parents and guardians held liable for minors drinking alcohol on their property even when they are not home. Up to $1,500 fine. Goal is to decrease underage drinking by holding adults responsible.
2) Reduce all-you-can-drink specials 

3) Reduce extreme drink specials (3 for 1s): Reduce the incidence of binge drinking 
4) Spring Fest cancelled 

Need to change the culture around drinking in the community. 

Campaign: “Drink differently Grand Forks”. Flyers posted in bar restrooms with examples of how to drink differently (i.e. drink on a full stomach instead of an empty one).

· Distracting driving statistics: 

·       4 times more likely to crash when talking on the phone

·       6 times more likely to crash when dialing a phone number

·      23 times more likely to crash when texting

· All MPH students are encouraged to become actively involved in the community

· March 4 is Public Health Day, MPH students going to Bismarck for Public Health Day
· April 6-8 is Public Health Week with a number of events on the UND campus 

Grand Forks Public Health:
